Play the song. Encourage your child to join in with the words and the animal 
noises and to point to the animals in the picture. Give the child crayons to 
colour the picture. When he/she has finished, point at the animals and ask 
questions, e.g. Is the elephant purple? (No, it isn’t.) Is the snake green?
